Como primer paso en esta investigacion, la Secretaria escribié a los gobiernos participantes, pidiéndoles
obtener la informacion pertinente de sus industrias respectivas y remitir las respuestas a la Secretaria.
Una vez recibida, la informacion serd analizada, resumida y organizada de manera que permita formar
conclusiones sobre |os factores de conversion.
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COMPARISON OF WHOLE AND PROCESSED WEIGHTS OF TUNA

At the 13" meeting of the Permanent Working Group on Tuna Tracking, held in June 2003, there was
considerable discussion of the importance of being able to compare weights of processed tuna recorded
on dolphin safe certificates with the weights of whole fish on the corresponding Tuna Tracking Forms.
Several delegations commented that it was important to know the conversion factors used by the industry
to relate the processed weight to the whole weight of the fish. Accordingly, the Secretariat was asked to
investigate the factors being used by the tuna industries of member nations to convert whole fish weights
to tuna product weights and report the results to the Working Group.

As afirst step in this investigation, the Secretariat has written to the participating governments, asking
them to obtain the relevant information from their respective industries and forward it to the Secretariat.
Once received, the information will be analyzed, summarized and organized in a manner which will allow
some conclusions to be reached on the conversion factors.
