IATTC IUU VESSEL LIST 

 
IATTC Resolution C-15-01, which amended and replaced IATTC Resolution C-05-07, requires the 
establishment of a list of vessels presumed to have carried out illegal, unreported and unregulated (IUU) fishing 
activities in the eastern Pacific Ocean (EPO), based on information collected by Members and Cooperating Non-
Members (CPCs) and from any other relevant sources. 
 
In addition to describing in detail the procedure for compiling the List, Resolution C-15-01 also establishes, inter 
alia, that: 

1. The Committee for the Review of the Implementation of Measures Adopted by the Commission (Review 
Committee) shall each year examine the provisional IATTC IUU Vessel List, as well as the information that 
supports the inclusion, and shall remove a vessel from the provisional IATTC IUU Vessel List if the vessel’s 
flag State demonstrates that: 

a. The vessel did not engage in any of the IUU fishing activities described in paragraph 3 of Resolution 
C-15-01, or 

b. Effective action has been taken in response to the IUU fishing activities in question, including, inter 
alia, prosecution, and imposition of sanctions of adequate severity. 

2. Following the examination referred to in the above paragraph, the Review Committee shall recommend that 
the Commission approve the provisional IATTC IUU Vessel List, as amended by the Review Committee.   

As notified by the Director to the CPCs (memorandum ref. 0286-410 dated 25 June 2018) (Appendix A) and as 
of the date of preparation of this document, five vessels were proposed by Peru for inclusion in the IUU List 
and, therefore, included in the draft IUU list.  

The resolution C-15-01 states in its paragraph 8 that the CPC “... shall transmit, at the latest 30 days before 
the Annual Meeting, their comments to the Director, as appropriate, including evidence showing that 
the vessels neither have fished in contravention of IATTC conservation and management measures nor 
had the possibility of fishing for species covered by the IATTC Convention in the EPO”.  Accordingly, 
Ecuador sent two letters with comments to demonstrate that the inclusion of the five vessels under their flag in 
the draft INN list was not appropriate or justified. These letters were circulated with my memorandum 304-410 
dated July 6 (Appendix B).  
It should also be recalled also that Fiji submitted a letter to the Director to reiterate their request for removal of 
the vessel Xin Shi Ji 16 from the current IUU list. That letter, with the additional information that it contains, 
was circulated with my memorandum 0285-410 dated 25 June 2018 (Appendix C). 
 
As to the vessels which are already on the current IUU Vessel List, they will remain on that list until the 
Commission decides otherwise.

With my consideration: 
 
I hereby refer to document Ref .: 0286-410 circulated on June 25, 2018 to the IATTC Member 
Countries, in relation to an unjustified request to include the vessels "RAFA A", "GLORIA A", " 
YELISAVA "and" DON ALVARO "to the provisional list of IUU vessels of the Commission, 
without having transgressed any provision of the Convention or conservation measure in force 
adopted by the IATTC and also bypassing the established and approved procedure. 
 
The Ecuadorian Fisheries Authority regrets that the request for the inclusion of vessels of the 
reference in the IATTC preliminary list of IUU vessels has been circulated among the Parties, not 
following the established procedure in a serious and delicate issue and therefore clearly regulated 
in Resolution C-15-01, which provides: 
 

“Before or at the same time as transmitting a list of presumed IUU vessels to the Director, 
the CPC shall also notify the relevant flag State, either directly or through the Director, of 
its request to include the vessel on the list of presumed IUU vessels, provide a copy of the 
suitably documented information, and request the flag State to promptly acknowledge 
receipt of the notification.  If no acknowledgement is received from the relevant flag State 
within 10 days of the date of transmittal, the CPC shall retransmit the notification through 
an alternative means of communication.  Upon receipt of information pursuant to 
paragraph 4, the Director shall also inform the flag State of its vessel’s inclusion on the 
list of presumed IUU vessels, provide a copy of the suitably documented information, and 
inform the flag State about the procedures of this Resolution, including the opportunity of 
the flag State and interested parties to provide information in response to the listing 
proposal”. 
 

This Fishing Authority, in spite of this procedure, did not receive any information from the Fishing 
Authority of the sister Republic of Peru, about the alleged illegal, unreported and unregulated 
fishing activities (IUU) of the mentioned vessels, those that would have deserved our due attention 
as Flag State and Contracting Party to the Antigua Convention. 
 
Notwithstanding the above, we can see in the information provided in the forms sent by you, and 
analyzed by our office: 
 

a) That the Peruvian Fishing Authority has carried out the pertinent actions in accordance 
with its legislation and has proceeded to confiscate the catches that were found aboard the 
vessels of the bonito species and more precisely "sarda chiliensis" in accordance with its 
domestic legislation. 

b)  That the fishing permit granted by Peru, prohibits any discarding, considering both, the 
target and authorized species and the non-target species, and it was proceeded in such way. 

c) That the Peruvian Fishing Authority has initiated administrative actions for having 
contravened conservation and management measures sovereignly established by said State 
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in favor of the bonito species ("sarda chiliensis") and that the vessel owners must exercise 
their right to defense . 

d) That the resource "sarda spp" is one of the populations of tunas and related species covered 
by the Antigua Convention and that no conservation measures or resolutions exist that 
expressly and expressly prohibit or limit their capture, including the specie "sarda 
chiliensis” regarding which we are commenting, and  is exceptional in purse seine fisheries 
in the EPO. If deemed appropriate, Ecuador could add its consensus to Peruvian initiatives 
to establish resolutions to study in more depth the state of the resource mentioned above. 

e) That in all cases, besides finding the vessels registered in the Regional Register, having a 
fishing permit from the State of their flag, they had also received the fishing permit to 
operate in the territorial waters of Peru and had them on board observers in compliance 
with the resolutions of the IATTC and the AIDCP, and also observers of the IMARPE of 
Peru. We are not dealing with cases, nor by far, of IUU fishing in which there is no 
responsible flag state, nor fishing permits for the high seas and territorial waters and / or 
exclusive economic zones where appropriate, nor responsible nor controls, and much less 
on board and throughout the cruise. 

f)  That, in the case of the four vessels, the reports of the observers provided by the IATTC 
and the National Observer Program of Ecuador, are clean and report the capture as 
appropriate, of the bonito specimens without any annotation or observation, as well as 
compliance with all the other measures and resolutions of the IATTC that are many and 
varied. 

g) By means of official letter No. 0036-545 of January 23, 2018 issued by its Authority, it 
mentions the following 

“The Sarda orientalis, known as Bonito Sierra in Ecuador, is a species related to tuna and is 
therefore covered by the Antigua Convention.". The same applies to the other varieties of the 
sardine species of the scombrid family, which are included in the annual reports on the status of 
the populations prepared by the scientific staff of the Commission. 
 
The reported impasses of capturing a species punctually excluded by Peru in their fishing permits 
and that could not be ruled out either, do not entail or imply a diminution of the effectiveness of 
the Convention or contravene any conservation measures adopted by the IATTC and in force. and, 
therefore, they do not constitute or constitute illegal, unreported and unregulated (IUU) fishing 
activities. 
 
The Committee for the Review of the Application of Measures Adopted by the Commission, as 
established in Annex 3 of the Convention for the Strengthening of the Inter-American Tropical 
Tuna Commission ("Antigua Convention") is competent to "examine and follow up on the 
conservation and administrative measures adopted by the Commission, as well as the cooperation 
measures referred to in Article XVIII, paragraph 9, of this Convention ". The Committee is being 
informed and resolve in cases where the effectiveness of the Convention is not being undermined, 
nor has it contravened existing conservation measures or resolutions, adopted by the Commission 
and in respect of which it lacks the powers and competencies that they have as their source the 
Antigua Convention itself, which governs the relations between its parties today. 
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The inclusion of the vessels "RAFA A", "GLORIA A", "YELISAVA" and "DON ALVARO" in 
the provisional list of IUU vessels of the Commission that you prepared, has not been justified in 
a motivated and documented manner. It has become clear that there are not sufficient, factual and 
much less legal merits for this and that to maintain them unjustly and without evidence of 
transgression to the concrete measures of the IATTC, could undoubtedly jeopardize the 
effectiveness of the Antigua Convention and the credibility of its institutionality that has been 
exemplary in the management of tuna fisheries and related species. 
 
Therefore, the Republic of Ecuador rejects that said vessels be included in the draft of the INN 
Provisional List and requests that they be withdrawn immediately as no IATTC Resolution has 
been infringed.

Dear Sir: 

 
By means of this letter, Mr. Director, and considering document Ref .: 0286-410 circulated on June 
25, 2018 to the Member Countries of the IATTC, I wish to inform you that the Ecuadorian Fisheries 
Authority categorically rejects the request for inclusion of the vessel "ROSSANA L" on the IATTC 
IUU vessels list, for the following reasons: 
 
1. That the relevant protocol has not been followed as established in Article 5:  

“Before or at the same time as transmitting a list of presumed IUU vessels to the Director, the 
CPC shall also notify the relevant flag State, either directly or through the Director, of its 
request to include the vessel on the list of presumed IUU vessels, provide a copy of the suitably 
documented information, and request the flag State to promptly acknowledge receipt of the 
notification. If no acknowledgement is received from the relevant flag State within 10 days of 
the date of transmittal, the CPC shall retransmit the notification through an alternative means 
of communication. Upon receipt of information pursuant to paragraph 4, the Director shall 
also inform the flag State of its vessel’s inclusion on the list of presumed IUU vessels, provide 
a copy of the suitably documented information, and inform the flag State about the procedures 
of this Resolution, including the opportunity of the flag State and interested parties to provide 
information in response to the listing proposal.” 

 
In this regard, please be informed that this Authority has not received any information about the 
alleged illegal, unreported and unregulated fishing activities (IUU) of the aforementioned vessel. 
 
2. According to the information provided in the submitted form, the Peruvian Fisheries Authority 

is reported to have carried out the relevant actions in accordance with its legislation and to have 
opened the proceedings and having imposed sanctions (seizure and fine) to the owners of the 
vessel. Therefore, in reference to the principle of Non bis in idem (not to judge twice for the 
same facts), it would not correspond to the plenary of the Commission to discuss new sanctions 
on these alleged infractions 

 
3. The Fisheries Authority of Peru has again requested the Commission to include on the INN list  

the tuna vessel "ROSSANA L" registered in Ecuador, because of events that would have 
occurred in 2017 and that were duly clarified. in the Committee for the Review of the 
Application of Measures Adopted by the Commission and considered by the plenary of the 
Commission, which resolved not to include the aforementioned vessel in the list of IATTC IUU 
vessels. 

It is surprising that the request that was made for the 92nd CIAT Meeting in Mexico City, 
from July 24 to 28, 2017, be repeated, to be considered again at the next meeting, when it 
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is known that there is already a firm resolution of the Commission that was taken in 
accordance with the Committee's Report. 
 
I would like to refer to the Minutes of the 92nd Meeting of the Commission in July 2017, 
in which paragraph 6 states "Maintain the IATTC’s IUU list with no changes ", therefore, 
it is not considered that the case of the "ROSSANA L", which was already widely discussed 
at the last meeting of the Commission and was approved by all the members and which 
allow me to transcribe: 

 
" The Commission took note of those recommendations. It concluded that there was no action to 
be taken regarding the IUU list, ….". 

 
The firm resolutions adopted by the Highest Body of the IATTC cannot be reconsidered, unless 
there are new, sufficient and documented merits for it, which is not remotely the case. 

 
From the information that you have circulated, we note that it is the same request that Peru has 
already made and the same unfounded charges and the same documentation, which was already 
known and resolved by the parties, for which reason Ecuador expresses its opposition and requests 
that the B / P "ROSSANA L" be excluded from the provisional list of IUU vessels in compliance 
with the resolution already adopted by the Committee and the Commission. 

 
I again refer to the principle of Non bis in idem (not to judge twice for the same facts), which is 
applicable to the case of "ROSSANA L". 

 
In addition, I would be grateful, Mr. Director, if, following the procedures that we observed in the 
IATTC, the Representation of the brother country of Peru, and the other CPCs and Cooperating 
Non-Parties, are reminded that the Commission already resolved this specific case and that there 
are no sufficient merits to reconsider or review this situation, without the timely provision of a duly 
documented evidence related to the alleged INN fishing activity, as provided in resolution C-15-
01. 
 
I cannot fail to indicate that, for Ecuador, the Committee and the Commission, the fishing activities 
were carried out with all the required authorizations within the exclusive economic zone of Ecuador, 
on the date and at the positions that we informed at the time.
