APPENDIX

1. List of attendees

The 51* Meeting of the International Review Panel was held in La Jolla, California (USA) on 19 June
2012. The attendees are listed in Appendix 1.

1. Opening of the meeting

Dr. Guillermo Compean, Director of the Inter-American Tropical Tuna Commission (IATTC), opened the
meeting.

2. Election of the Presider

Mr. William Jacobson, of the United States, was elected to chair the meeting.
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3. Adoption of the agenda

The agenda was adopted without changes, but item 10, report of the Working Group to Promote and
Publicize the AIDCP Dolphin Safe Tuna Certification System, was postponed in order to be addressed
later once the group had met.

4. Approval of the minutes of the 50th meeting
The minutes of the 50th meeting of the Panel were approved without modifications.
5. Review of Dolphin Mortality Limits (DMLs) for 2011 and 2012

The Secretariat summarized the situation with respect to the allocation, reallocation, and utilization of
Dolphin Mortality Limits (DMLs) in 2011, described in Document IRP-51-05. It was noted that no
vessel had exceeded its DML in 2011, and also that, as of 21 May 2012, the same was true of DMLs
assigned for 2011.

6. Review of AIDCP LiJst of Qualified Captains

The Secretariat presented Document IRP-51-06, Changes to the AIDCP List of Qualified Captains, which
updates the changes that have taken place between 14 September 2011 and 21 May 2012. During that
period 13 captains were added, and none reinstated or removed.

7. Review of observer data

The Secretariat presented the data reported by observers of the On-Board Observer Program relating to
possible infractions received and processed by the Secretariat since the Panel’s previous meeting. The
Panel discussed those cases that were not automatically referred to the pertinent Parties, and forwarded
those identified as possible infractions of the AIDCP to the responsible government for investigation and
possible sanction.

The following cases, identified by the corresponding trip number, were discussed:

2011-485. Interference with the observer's work. The observer was denied access to drinking water
and he complained about the hygienic conditions on the vessel. The vessel in question usually operates in
the Western Pacific. The observer did not report it as a possible infraction, but the flag State is already
investigating the case.

The Panel agreed to refer this case to the relevant Party for investigation.

2011-609. Interference with the observer's work. The observer was offered US$ 5,000 to not report
fishing by the vessel in the high seas closure area. Moreover, he reported multiple instances of verbal
abuse by the fishing captain.

The Panel agreed to refer this case to the relevant Party for investigation.

2011-734 and 2011-774. In both cases, the vessels involved began to fish on dolphins before their
respective flag States had granted them a DML. These cases will be referred to the Parties not as possible
infractions by their vessels, but to remind the governments of the importance of advising their fleets
promptly of their DML allocations.

2012-510. This case does not involve the national or IATTC observer programs. No AIDCP-related
information was received from the program responsible for assigning the observer to this trip.

The Panel agreed that the case should be reported to the relevant government for investigation, and that it
should be monitored as a special case.

The United States said that, in order maintain the high standards and integrity of the AIDCP, this case
should be closely monitored. Should the vessel be one of its flag vessels, the United States would
investigate the case and inform the Secretariat as soon as the investigation was complete. Mexico stated
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that the differences between the IATTC and other relevant programs should be documented and, if it was
concluded that the other programs did not meet the standards of the AIDCP, it might be necessary to
review the memorandum of understanding on the cross endorsement of observers with the entity
involved.

2012-106. The vessel did not have dolphin protection equipment, despite the fact that it had been
allocated a DML. In spite of that, it made a set on dolphins with the sole purpose of being able to retain
its DML, as was acknowledged by the captain in his written comments.

Venezuela pointed out that governments may request DMLs only for vessels that have all the dolphin
protection equipment required by the AIDCP. The Panel agreed to refer this case to the relevant Party for
investigation.

8. Review of actions by Parties on possible infractions reported by the IRP
a. Actions taken since report at the 50" meeting

The Secretariat presented Document IRP-51-08a, Responses to six types of possible infractions identified
during the 50th meeting. He reported that there were two cases of observer harassment, in one of which
the government determined that there was no infraction, and in the other there was no response. There
were also two cases of night sets, to which there had not yet been any response from the government.

b. Status review of special cases

The Secretariat presented Document IRP-50-08b, Summary of special cases monitored by the Panel, in
which the case of a vessel with a DML that made a set on tunas associated with dolphins despite not
having the dolphin protection and rescue equipment required for vessels with DMLs was presented. The
captain of the vessel documented on the record of the set that its objective was only to keep the DML, not
to capture dolphins.

The Panel agreed to maintain this as a special case and refer it to the Party for investigation.
9. Report of the Permanent Working Group on Tuna Tracking

Dr. Luis Fleischer, of Mexico, who chaired the meeting of the Working Group, presented his report,
indicating that it recommended that the Panel review the reports by governments on the actions taken in
cases of falsified Tuna Tracking Forms (TTFs), but that, given the low frequency of such cases,
guidelines for dealing with them are not necessary.

Mexico clarified that this does not mean that these cases should not be addressed.

10. Report of the Working Group to promote and publicize the A/DCP Dolphin Safe Tuna
Certification System

The report would be presented once the group had met.

11. Other business

No other business was presented.

12. Recommendations for the Meeting of the Parties

The Panel agreed on the following recommendations for the Meeting of the Parties:

1. Review the standards of other observer programs, to ensure that AIDCP standards are maintained
in the EPO, and if appropriate, consider reviewing any agreements on mutual recognition of
observers with other entities.

2. That information on the actions taken by Parties regarding cases of forged TTFs be reviewed by
the IRP.
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13. Place and date of next meeting

The next meeting of the Panel will be held in October 2012, on the occasion of the meetings of the
AIDCP.

14. Adjournment
The meeting was adjourned at 3:30 p.m. on 18 June 2012.
